3. WHEREAS Little Miami Local Schools has reviewed the statutory requirements for
making the appointment, including those in Ohio Revised Code 3311.19 (as amended)
and its requirements that JVSD Board members have experience as chief executive
officers, chief financial officers, human resources managers, or other business, industry,
or career counseling professionals who are qualified to discuss the labor needs of the
region with respect to the regional economy; and the requirement that JVSD board
members represent employers in the region served by Warren County Vocational School
District and be qualified to consider the state’s workforce needs with an understanding of
the skills, training, and education needed for current and future employment opportunities
in the state; and the requirement that JVSD Board members be selected based on the
