     County, Fifth Third Bank, STAR Ohio as depositories of public funds of the    
     Little Miami Local School District. 

 
Authorize the Superintendent for the following: 
 

1. Appoint the Superintendent as purchasing agent for the district and authorize  
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him to sign contracts on behalf of the Board President along with the 
Treasurer for contracts not to exceed $25,000. 

2.  Approve student activity purpose/policy statements for the 2010 school year.
