Friday, March 28: Community Service and Fees are Due 

● All fees must be paid

Wednesday, April 23: Cap and Gown Delivery 

● If you have not fulfilled the above requirements, you will NOT receive your cap and 
gown. 

● If you have not ordered your cap and gown, go to graduateserviceinc.com to order

Wednesday, May 7: Last Regular day of classes 

Thursday, May 8: Device Turn-In and Senior Check-Out 

● Report to the cafeteria between 12:45 and 2:15 p.m. 
● Complete an online checkout form/survey with school counselors 
● Turn in your device to the tech department (in the cafeteria/octagon) when finished 
● Clean out your locker 

 Friday, May 9: Walkthrough Day 

● Seniors report to the octagon at 9:30 a.m. 
● Senior Walkthrough in other buildings

● Wright State University’s Nutter Center at 6:00.   
● Graduates must report to the Nutter Center by 5:00.   
● The doors open to the public at 5:00; parents are advised to be present by 5:45 p.m.   
● No tickets are needed for seating, as there is plenty of seating for graduates to invite as 

many people as they’d like.  
● There is handicapped seating available. Nutter Center ushers will be at all entrances and
