Students, parents or guardians and school
personnel may make informal complaints of
conduct that they consider to be harassment,
intimidation and/or bullying by verbal report
to a teacher, school administrator, or other
school personnel.

Anonymous
Students who make informal complaints as
set forth above may request that their name
be maintained in confidence by the school
staff member(s) and administrator(s) who
receive the complaint.
